	Text7: Renovations to improve the Center for use as a short-term stabilization for homeless adults and families and those at risk of being homeless.  The pandemic has elevated what the data has told us regarding our need for additional sheltering for those who are in immediate crisis.  Our community is currently served by one county shelter and they are often full, unable to house those onsite presenting in emergency situations and must turn to hotels.  If we are able to renovate this space it will allow us to use it as a short-term stabilization location for emergency situations including weather (warming, cooling, snow storms, hurricanes, etc.) and for those who find themselves in immediate need for short-term solutions due to evictions or other crisis’, allowing people to be safely sheltered as they get connected to more long-term sheltering/housing options.
